E. Detailed description of the work performed under the contract and describe why you believe the work is very relevant or semi-relevant to this solicited project:

Senate constructed a modified record firing range. The range consists of 16 lanes, and each lane is 20 meters (m) wide. Infantry Target Mechanisms are located in each lane at 50m, 75m, 100m, 150m, 175m, 200m, 250m and 300m from the firing line. Each lane has nine stationary pop-up targets, two infantry hostile fire simulators and two night muzzle flash simulators. Each lane also has a one-man foxhole at the firing line. This range is for sole use, training, and support of the new Stryker Brigade located throughout Pennsylvania. This contract is in direct compliance with the new Stryker Brigade mission that is currently conducting, or will be conducting, war operations in several parts of the world. In addition, Senate also constructed an entire support area which consisted of Three (3) MASONRY support buildings consisting of an Ammunition Shelter, a large Storage Building, and a Latrine Building. Each building is constructed of split-faced masonry supported by a concrete foundation. The roof is constructed of a state of the art standing seam metal roof system and each structure contains its own unique amenities defined in all divisions of work such as electrical, mechanical, and certain architectural systems. This project also consists of an elevated Control Tower with all state of the art technology. Finally, the range targets are specifically designed with numerous target areas, on-hundred and forty-four (144) to be exact, that require substantial new site-work features to include new fiber-optic lines, hard-wired, from the control tower to each of the 16 fox-holes. All of the target locations are hard-wired for electric and control operation.



F. Specific elements of the work performed by our firm:

Work by our firm included all selective demolition, all cutting and patching, all rough carpentry, minor painting, supervision, project management, minor site-work and landscaping, drywall systems, acoustical ceilings, doors, frames, hardware, aluminum windows, and minor electrical.

Work performed by our major subcontractor was the majority of the electrical work being performed by Bonnavitacolla Electric located in Bucks County, PA. In addition, the trade of concrete was performed by Brandywine Concrete out of Downingtown, PA. The masonry was performed by Stewart Masonry out of the Annville, PA area. KC Construction, Inc. out of Ivyland, PA performed the majority of the site work. Senate intends to utilize the said subcontractors as a result of their outstanding performance.
