Reason for Different Values in above: Indiantown Gap Contracting Officer initiated a modification for minor additions and deletions to the specified work. In addition, some minor differing site conditions were encountered. The majority of the contract amount increase was due to a design error that modified the location of the entire runway that was approximately 80% complete.

E. Detailed description of the work performed under the contract and describe why you believe the work is very relevant or semi-relevant to this solicited project:


Senate constructed a brand new UAV Training Facility for the PA Air National Guard. The building was constructed of permanent split face block and standing seam metal roof. The primary facility is an 80' x 70' MASONRY (CMU & BRICK) building with new administration offices, common areas, male and female toilet rooms and a maintenance bay (with three overhead doors). The project also consists of a flexible pavement runway approximately 50' x 630'. The re-design modification has been constructed of the original dimensions however; a modified stone surfaced product was selected instead of bituminous paving as originally designed. Parking, sidewalks and
Outside lighting are also included. This UAV building is for sole use, training, and support of the new Stryker Brigade located throughout Pennsylvania. This contract is in direct compliance with the new Stryker Brigade mission that is currently conducting, or will be conducting, war operations in several parts of the world. 



F. Specific elements of the work performed by our firm:

Work by our firm included all selective demolition, all cutting and patching, all rough carpentry, minor painting, supervision, project management, minor site-work and landscaping, drywall systems, acoustical ceilings, doors, frames, hardware, aluminum windows, and minor electrical. In addition, toilet accessories, lockers, cabinetry and signage were also performed


G. Elements of work were performed by our major subcontractors. 



Work performed by our major subcontractor was the majority of the electrical work being performed by Cedar Electric located in the Lebanon, PA area. In addition, the trade of concrete was performed by Brandywine Concrete out of Downingtown, PA. The masonry was performed by Stewart Masonry out of the Annville, PA area.
